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HIGHLIGHTS OF 1950

Austin announced an average turnover of more than £1,000,000 a week during
1949.

Canadian registration figures showed that in British Columbia during 1949, more
Austins had been registered than all other British makes combined and that
Austins had considerably outsold all American makes.

The 250,000th post-war Austin for export came off the assembly lines at Longbridge
and was despatched to the U.S.A. to be exhibited at the New York Show.

Austins installed a new and revolutionary Electrostatic Paint-Spray Plant for
painting car wheels, in which the wheels are carried through an Electrode System
meeting, finally, an atomised paint mist in which the paint particles are highly
charged with electricity and are drawn to the wheels, climinating waste of material.

An Austin A40 running on an acrodrome on Long Island, New York, established
36 Stock Car records and 12 National records, in the course of which it averaged
65.08 m.p.h. for 12 hours. The same car subsequently travelled from New York
to Toronto under official observation, averaging 42 miles per gallon of fuel.

During April, Switzerland took delivery of its 5,000th post-war Austin.

Austins experimented with a new method of packing export cars to protect them
on sea voyages against damp and salt corrosion. The cars in question were
enclosed in sealed envelopes of protective material. !

Austin production exceeded 3,500 units in one week for the first time in the historyl
of the Company. 1

The A.A.A. ratified all the records established by Austin cars in America in 1949
and 1950 granting the Austin Company a total of 156 records.

The Weekly Incentive Bonus Scheme reached the point at which more than
£100,000 had been distributed among Austin employees.

Austins announced that they had out-sold all other cars imported into Australia in
1949 with a clear lead of more than 5,000 vehicles over their closest competitor.
